Mirror Maze
Objective:  To do something done every day but differently to see from different perspective
Group Size:  9-10 (based on number of mirrors) sitting at tables

Materials:

· Mirror for each participant

· Mirror Maze Sheet
· Pens or pencils

Description:

Hand out a mirror, pen, and Mirror Maze Sheet to each participant.
Instruct participants they will use the reflection in the mirror to help learn about looking at things from a different perspective.
Instruct participants to fold the paper at the edge of the maze 90 degrees and place the fold towards them on the table with the maze away from them.  (Demonstrate)
Instruct participants to hold the mirror in their left hand (if left handed, vice versa), place the mirror on the table facing the maze, and look in the mirror.
They are to begin at the arrow and draw a line through the maze looking only at the mirror image, keeping the folded part of the paper up to block the view.
Discussion Prompts:

1. What made this difficult?  

2. How does this relate to perspectives of different people?
